PAULA WEINSTEIN TO JOIN TRIBECA ENTERPRISES

Truman and Recount. She previously held several studio production positions, including at Warner Bros,

 Century Fox, and, finally, United Artists, where she served as President. Weinstein began her career 

as an assistant film editor in New York City and later served as Special Events Director for Mayor John 

Lindsay, where she brought cultural productions and street festivals to communities across the city. She 

has received numerous honors during her career, including the National Urban League Award, the Bill of 

Rights Award and the Crystal Award for Women in Film. She has served on the boards of the NAACP 

Legal Defense Fund, the ACLU and currently serves on the National Finance Committee for President 

Obama. 

 

“Paula is a talented producer and a long-time associate, and it is my pleasure to welcome her to the 

Tribeca family,” said Tribeca Enterprises co-founder Jane Rosenthal. “As we continue to grow in our 

second decade and explore new opportunities as producers and content creators both at home and around 

the world, I know Paula’s leadership and experience will be invaluable.”
